Close-Out Explained!

It may seem like the State Team is all about membership, but membership is a big part of our job. We
currently have 69 chapters in Missouri. It is the State Team's job to figure out who is renewing and
what new members there are in those 69 chapters each month.

I'd like to explain a few terms to you so that you understand Close-Out better. The first term is Call-
In date. This is when our State President, Jennifer Boggs, is required to call in projections and final
numbers to the U.S. Jaycees. These projections are usually called in about a week prior to Close-Out
then the final numbers are usually called in the evening of Close-Ouft.

The next term is Close-Out date. This is when the state office needs your current month renewals,
early renewals for the next month, any new member adds and payment for dues for all renewals and
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new member adds. You will find a chart of Close-Out dates in this Monday Morning Memo. If the
State Team has not heard from you prior to the week of Close-Out, expect them fo track you down
until they find you to get this information. It's not something we like to do, so I can't stress enough
how much we appreciate those chapters that get their information in prior to that week. Even if you
don't know all your new member information, you should know who's going to renew. It's easier on
everyone if you get that information in as soon as possible.

The last term is Mail-In date. This is when the State Service Center must mail all membership
information and dues money to the U.S. Jaycees. The Mail-In date is typically the day after Close-
Out.

All these dates have been put in place by the U.S. Jaycees to make the retfrieval of membership
information more efficient and timely. We are a professional organization and, as such, we are
expected to meet these deadlines each month. We need your help in getting that accomplished.

On occasion you may hear "you have over the weekend to get a few more members.” This happens when
the Mail-In date is a few days after the Close-Out date. Jennifer still has to call in membership
numbers the day after Close-Out, but we have a few days before the Mail-In date, so we have time to
squeeze in a few new members if possible. This is helpful to know if you have a project running at a
time when this would happen.

We have been lenient on the rules regarding submitting dues money by the Close-Out date in recent
months. That will no longer happen. As of March Close-Out, the state was due almost $8,000 in
outstanding chapter dues. The policy is that no renewals or new members will be submitted until money
is in hand at the State Service Center OR if your chapter has open checks on file. Again, for those
without open checks, you must have dues into the State Service Center no later than the Close-Out
date.

For those that don't know..open checks are just what they sound like. The chapter sends 12 signed
blank checks to the State Service Center to be used for monthly membership activity. These checks
are kept in a fireproof safe there. At the end of each month, Joe Jerkins will take an open check from
the safe and fill it out for the amount due by the chapter. He will then e-mail the chapter
representative and give them a breakdown of dues owed and the amount of the check written.
Submitting open checks is very safe (safer than having the checkbook sit at your Treasurer's home)
and provides for timely payment of member dues to the state.

Renewal & New Member Dues for 2007 are $53.00, which is the same as dues for new members.
HOWEVER...chapters who submit their renewals (with payment or open check on file) by the posted
closeout deadlines will receive a rebate credit of $5 per renewal. If you have any questions, please
contact Executive Director Joe Jerkins or any state of ficer.

CPG Book Judging Scheduled at May State Meeting

the books to the May State Meeting for competition. This is how you get your outstanding
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projects and project chairpersons recognized at the state level. You're already running great
projects, so finish the paperwork and get your people recognized for their hard work!!!

This year, all chapters that submit CPG Books must also provide at least one person to judge
for every three (3) books submitted. The Missouri JCI Senate will be on hand to help judge as
well and to help “train” the new chapter judges on how to grade the books.

CPG Book Judging will be done on Friday night, May 18™ at the Spring State Meeting starting
at 10:30 PM. Judges should bring their books with them -do NOT mail them to the State
Service Center! Please check-in at the Registration Table to find out what room the book judging
will take place.

There is NO COST to submit project books for state judging, and you can submit as many books as
you wish. Your chapter can also receive substantial POC points for submitting CPG books (up to
500 points per trimester!). Your CPG Project Books are also a valuable tool to be passed onto next
year's chairperson to help them get started and make the project even more successful in year's to
come.

Our judges will pay close attention to each book to ensure that it's submitted in the proper format.
CPG Books are quite easy to put together by following a few simple guidelines. Information on the
Areas of Opportunities, guidelines for completing the CPG and rules for single project entries are
all spelled out in the US Jaycees Awards Manual.
